Connection Project

Goal: 

The goal of the connection project is to increase your awareness of the connections between physical science and other disciplines, your lifestyle, and your career. Look for those connections in the study of this course and document the connections you make during the course.  You may be surprised at where these connections can be made.  


Time and Tide

Time and Tide is a research project focused upon a historical perspective of the connections between Physical Science and the development of modern culture. Construct a graphic display of  two parallel timelines. On one timeline integrate ten or more milestones in the development of a particular concept in one of the physical sciences to an equal number of monumental events in a field of major interest outside of physical science.  Also discuss connections between the two streams of events when appropriate. Graphic displays may take the form of a poster, a PowerPoint presentation, a webpage, a notebook or a film clip. You are encouraged to exercise your creativity and creativity will be rewarded in the overall grade. Follow the instructions on the attached “General Requirements Checklist” for submitting the graphic display and a two page summary to your instructor.

Topic Approval: Topics in Life Sciences are not acceptable.  Topics must be submitted for approval on April 1st.  Write a short  paragraph describing what you would like to compare and I will review it, making suggestions as needed. Failure to pre-approve your topic may result in a lot of work for which no credit can be awarded and it will result in your project having a 15% deduction in start value.  .

General Requirements Checklist

Up to 25 points may be deducted if any one of the following criteria is not met.

· Cover Sheet: Your name, section number, genre and field of physical science you are comparing must be clearly identified on this page. This is the top page of your project. NO other cover sheet is needed.

· SUMMARY: This should be double-spaced and at least 2 pages in length. Use a 12-point non-script font of a simple type, like Arial or New Times Roman. 

· DOCUMENTATION:  If a CD or Flash drive is submitted or paper copies of a powerpoint, it must be placed in a 9 x 12, or 10 x 13 envelope with the student’s name, and project description on the outside of the envelop in the upper right hand corner. The printed copy of the summary must be enclosed in the envelope. If a program other than Power Point is used, prior arrangements must be made with the instructor. 
· NO LATE PROJECTS:. Projects will be accepted until1:00pm on the due date. Later projects will not be accepted.
