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Cover, Copy, and Compare Procedure   
Description:  This technique for enhancing multiplication facts fluency and precision is designed to be used as part of regular classroom or remedial instruction.  It is easy to implement and gives immediate corrective feedback to students.

Materials:  

· A multiplication fact sheet containing a list of single-digit multiplication problems with correct answers included (e.g. 2 X 6 = 12, 3 X 5 = 15, 4 X 6 = 24, etc.) listed down the left side of the page
· A 3x5 index card 
Preparation:  
· Teaching staff should be trained in the use of the Cover, Copy, and Compare procedure.

· Students should then be taught to use the procedure initially under teacher supervision, and ultimately for independent practice use.

Steps in Implementing this Intervention:

For each multiplication problem on the page:

Step 1:  Look at the problem and its solution.

Step 2:  Cover them both completely with an index card.

Step 3:  Write the problem and solution on the right side of the page from memory.

Step 4:  Uncover the problem and solution.

Step 5:  Evaluate the written response for accuracy.

Tips:

· Because this technique may become tedious for some students, teachers may implement motivational procedures such as Public Posting or Mystery Motivators in conjunction with Cover, Copy, and Compare.

· This procedure may also be effective with other academic subjects, such as spelling or any memorization tasks.
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
