Goal: Increase reading comprehension and fluency through tutoring and VSM over an 8 week period. 
Subjects:  4 first grade students of a rural Hawaiian community.  2 students identified with SLD, 1 student with DD, and 1 student in the referral process. 

Program Description: 
Step 1: Trained community partners to be tutors with the 25-step ACE reading protocol. 

Step 2: Construct videotapes of students reading a passage fluently and correctly applying the use of a story map followed by answering questions about the passage correctly.  Students then viewed the videos 2 minutes before the tutoring session until criterion is reached then video was faded to two times per week. 

Step 3: Students introduced to tutoring for fluency, then VSM for fluency, then tutoring for comprehension, then VSM for comprehension.  Tutoring implemented 30 minutes per day. 

Results:  Tutoring with and w/o VSM showed results, however VSM is credited with decrease in variation of results and maintenance. 

Materials for VSM: 

· 10 First grade reading books
· Camera

Interesting Comments from Authors: 
· Indicated that although there is a correlation between fluency and comprehension, the direct relationship is not understood.

· Synthesis of the literature claims that the flowing skills are needed for reading fluency: 

· Phonemic awareness

· Phonics practice

· Repeated readings

· Sight word knowledge

· For comprehension: 

· Comprehension monitoring

· Text structuring

· Best results occur when teachers use cues, questions, cognitive organizers or peer tutoring.
