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Reading Intervention #2


Repeated Reading and Question Generation Intervention
Description: Repeated reading is an intervention used to improve reading fluency. It consists of rereading a passage until a satisfactory level of fluency is reached. Corrective feedback on word errors is continually provided. Question generation, used to improve reading comprehension, involves having students generate questions during reading. With younger children, however, it is appropriate to have the student answer questions generated by the teacher about the passage after reading it rather than generating their own questions. This intervention can be used to increase reading fluency and comprehension with a variety of populations, including beginning readers and students with learning disabilities. 
Materials:
· Age-appropriate reading passages, copies for both the student and the teacher (can be obtained from classroom reading materials, CBM probes, or created by the teacher)
· Comprehension questions (e.g., “who, what, when, where, why, how”) for each passage
Preparations:
· Teacher makes copies of age-appropriate reading passages
· Teacher creates comprehension questions for each reading passage
Steps in Implementing this Intervention:
· Step 1: Give age-appropriate reading passage to student and instruct him/her to “Read this story the best you can and as quickly as you can. Pay attention to what you are reading because you will be answering questions about the story after you finish.”
· Step 2: Have the student reread the passage aloud until he/she is able to read it fluently without errors or until a pre-established number of correct words per minute are reached. To reach fluency, the passage should be read two to four times.
· Step 3: The teacher provides corrective feedback on word errors (both providing the word and asking the student to repeat it).
· Step 4: After the repeated readings are completed, the teacher asks comprehension questions about the passage. These can include:
· Who is the main character?

· Where and when did the story take place?

· What did the main character do?

· How did the story end?

· How did the main character feel?

· Step 5: Implement intervention daily. Monitor student progress on reading fluency and comprehension.
Tips:
· Either part of this intervention (repeated reading/question generation) can be used with English language learning (ELL) students to enhance their reading fluency and/or comprehension.
· For older children, have them generate their own questions while reading the story.
· As reading fluency and comprehension increase, the reading level of the passages can be increased (i.e., made more difficult).
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
