Goal: Use an extra credit assignment to increase study skills of college students.
Subjects:  12 students with an average grade of D+. 

Program Description: 
Students were given a handout with seven activities that they were required to complete in order to earn extra credit.  These seven activities were:

· No missed class from mid-term through final.

· Turn in weekly organized and highlighted notes of class lectures.

· Turn in notes and questions on assigned readings using the SQ3R method.

· Submit weekly flash cards of key terms and their definitions

· Create 12 mnemoic devices for each weeks reading

· Turn in documentation of active learning..studying in groups, lecturing into a tape

· Participate in class (more participation=more points)

Results:  Significant difference in midterm vs. final exam scores
