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Strategy Instruction in Reading Comprehension

Description: This intervention was used on 5th-8th graders with learning disabilities. The student acts as a detective to unravel a mystery by pulling out the relevant information from a story. Secondly, the student searches for unknown words to improve comprehension. And lastly, the student summarizes what they read.
Materials: 

· Reading material

· Desk dictionary

· Paper and pen

Preparation: 

 The teacher selects appropriate reading material that the students will find interesting. Possibly even a mystery story to go along with the theme of being detectives. 

Steps in Implementing Intervention:

1. Give students reading material and explain to them that they are detectives assigned to unravel a mystery by pulling out the relevant information (main concepts) from the story. 
2. Instruct the students to search the story for unknown words. Once an unknown word is found instruct the students to pause and mark it. Search the dictionary for the meaning of the word and ask for help to pronounce the word correctly.

3. After reading the text, unraveling the mystery of relevant information, and clarifying the unknown words the student will now summarize. Using pen and paper summarize the story to better understand the main concepts. 
Tips: 
For step #1 the teacher can provide a sheet that has slots to fill out main character, plot, theme, etc. to help guide the student in pulling out the main concepts. 
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
