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Description:  The Mystery Motivator intervention is designed to increase student compliance or frequency of desired behaviors.  The intervention is easily implemented and leads to improvement of both homework completion and accuracy.  The intervention involves using an unknown reinforce (or description of it).  The reinforcer is placed in an envelope and displayed in the classroom.  Students must meet specific requirements in order to receive the unknown reinforcer.

Materials:

· Reinforcers

· Manilla Envelopes

· Mystery Motivator charts (poster board)

Steps to Implementation:

· Step 1:  Create student mystery motivator charts.

· Charts should include student’s name written across the top.

· Use calendar format and randomly place the letter “M” on a pre-determined number of days to represent mystery motivator days.

· Cover each day with a flap of construction paper.

· List rules on the chart:

· Your mathematics homework must be done and handed in daily upon arrival to class.
· You must get at least 20 mathematics homework problems accurate.
· If you do 1 and 2 above, lift the tab for that day.
· If an “M” appears beneath the tab, you get whatever is in the big envelope!
· Step 2:  Explain the mystery motivator to students.

· Make sure that the goals and requirements are clearly defined (ex. Homework must be completed with 80% accuracy).

· Step 3:  Give charts to students and begin intervention.

Notes:

· Can allow students to decorate their charts.

· Can be used with other behaviors.

· Teachers reported easy to implement.
