ECSE 4319 Chalk and Wire Field-Based Activities 

Activity: Guidance and Management Assignment. It is the hope that all teachers encourage student behavior without over-reliance on punishment and rewards. Many students learn to behave for fear of punishment or the desire for a reward. The dependency on external factors is not ideal. It is important to encourage students to begin the developmental process of regulating their own behaviors. The younger and more difficult students will have additional challenges to regulate their behaviors without external influence. The guidance and management strategies (SEL instructional lessons, descriptive commenting, behavior stories, visual cueing, auditory prompting, techno-guidance, teacher affirmation steps, home connection, integrated teaching, and gadget guidance) are designed to influence students’ thoughts, feelings, and behaviors for the purpose of promoting positive behaviors and demoting negative behaviors. Of course, the long-term goal is to move students from external dependence to internal control.

In this assignment, strategies will be developed to focus on a particular student and/or classroom. It is important for you to organize behavior intervention strategies designed to promote positive behaviors and/or demote negative behaviors. I am requiring that you not replicate a card pulling system or any other system that relies heavily on students’ fear of punishment or desire for tangible rewards. This assignment will need alignment with other criteria found in the Model Assessment #8 Rubric. For instance, candidates will be expected to demonstrate how to align instructional strategies with a good understanding of the student or students, how factors influence the student or students, how to integrate strategies from the beginning of the day to the end of the day, how to modify social emotional strategies for students, how to analyze behaviors, and how to evaluate impact on student learning.
