Reading Intervention #1
Listening Passage Preview
Description:  Listening passage preview is a reading intervention to help improve reading fluency in a small group or classroom setting.  This intervention uses reading passages that are appropriate for the students’ reading levels.  Listening passage preview can take as little as 2 minutes to complete but the duration of the intervention is determined by the reading passage length.  The teacher reads a passage while the students are asked to point to the words in the passage to determine if they are following along. During reading, the teacher pauses from reading the story and selects a student to say the next word in the passage.  Points are given for on-task behavior of stating correct words. Points are lost for off-task behavior. After a week, points are accumulated and a certain number of points will earn students’ rewards. 
Materials:   
1. Copies of the reading passage for the students and  the teacher 
2. Chart for points with each student’s name

3. Rewards (e.g.  a pencil, candy, toy, stickers)  
Preparation: 
1. Teacher selects a reading passage that is appropriate for students 

2. Teacher makes copies for desired students and him/herself

3. Teacher underlines words on her copy that will not be said 

4.  Teacher explains to students the process of listening passage preview and how to obtain rewards or lose points
Steps in implementing the intervention:
1. Pass out appropriate passage to students that are to participate in the intervention

2. The teacher begins to read the passage

3. Students should be following along with their finger pointing to the words 

4. The teacher pauses when approaching an underlined word 

5. The teacher calls on a student to state the next word in the passage

6. A point is given if the student says the correct word 

7. A point is lost if the student is off-task and does not know where the teacher stopped in the passage
8. After a week of implementing the intervention, rewards are given for the student with a certain number of points
Tips: 
Teachers should know how many points are needed to gain a reward prior to implementation of the intervention.  Teachers should also decide whether a point will be lost because of off-task behavior (not following along) or not knowing a word or both.  
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
