Protocol #3
A Treatment Package to Teach Sight Words to Students with Behavior Disorders

Description: 
The strategy for increasing the sight word vocabulary for the students in this intervention is to intersperse known items in material to be learned. A five-step error correction procedure is also used for incorrect responses.
Goal:
The goal of this intervention is to improve students' sight word vocabulary.
Materials:

The students’ regular reading curriculum can be used. Flashcards are also needed.
Preparation:

First, a list of desired words is selected from the students’ regular curriculum. Each word is then printed on an index card. To prescreen students’ knowledge of the words, the teacher asks each student to read each word and records the response as correct or incorrect. The prescreening test is given for 3 days. To be known, a word has to be read correctly on all 3 days. To be unknown, the word is not read correctly on any day. From this prescreening, 10 known and 10 unknown words are identified for each student.
Steps in Implementing this Intervention: 

1. The teacher conducts a sight word reading lesson by rapid presentation of flash cards with known words interspersed with unknown words. No more than 3 new words are used in a session.

2. The teacher uses a six-step error correction procedure when a student misidentifies an unknown word.

· The teacher says the word correctly. 
· The teacher asks the student to repeat the word while looking at it. The teacher praises correct repetitions and ignores refusals.
· The teacher asks the student to trace each letter while spelling the word aloud. The teacher prompts any unknown letters and praises correct spelling.
· The teacher uses the word in a sentence and states the word.
· Finally, the teacher has the student read the word while looking at it.
3. If a known word is missed, the teacher simply pronounces it and continues the rapid presentation of flash cards. 
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
