Seven Step Study Skills Procedure

Description: This study skills procedure is designed to aid in students’ recall of information. It involves teaching students a series of steps to follow when studying curriculum-based reading material.

Materials:

· Curriculum-based reading material (with paragraph headings)

Preparation:

· Teachers should be familiar with the seven steps included in the procedure.

· Teachers may want to develop appropriate comprehension questions over the reading material in order to assess students’ comprehension.

Steps in Implementing this Intervention:

Instruct the students in performing the following steps:

Step 1:  Preview the passage by reading the paragraph headings.

Step 2:  Recite the paragraph heading without looking.

Step 3:  Ask questions about what might be important to learn.

Step 4:  Read the paragraph to find the important details.

Step 5:   Reread the paragraph heading and recite the important details.

Step 6:   Repeat steps 1 through 5 for each paragraph.

Step 7:   Rehearse by reading each paragraph heading and recalling the important information.

Tips:

· The teacher may want to consider implementing a token economy whereby students can earn points for recalling information or correctly answering comprehension questions. These points could then be exchanged for various reinforcers such as free time, school supplies, and stickers.
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
