Protocol #4
Teaching Spelling and Sight Vocabulary to Adolescents with
Behavior Disorders and Development Disabilities

Description: 
When learning to spelling a new word, the word is initially neutral and doesn’t evoke the correct spelling response. This intervention utilizes repeated prompt presentation, practice, and immediate feedback, as well as self-management procedures, to assist students in new word acquisition.
Goal:
The goal of this intervention is to improve students' spelling and sight vocabulary.

Materials:

The students’ regular spelling curriculum is used. Flashcards are also needed.
Preparation:

Although no specific teacher training is required, anyone planning to implement this intervention should also become familiar with the following implementation steps. 
Steps in Implementing this Intervention: 

The teacher prompts students to complete the following 10 steps for each spelling word.
1. The student looks at word on a flashcard and says it.
2. While looking at the flashcard, the student prints the word two times.

3. The student covers the flashcard then prints the word one time.
4. The student uncovers the flashcard and checks the accuracy of his spelling.
5. While looking at the flashcard, the student prints the word two times.

6. The student covers the flashcard then prints the word one time.

7. The student uncovers the flashcard and checks the accuracy of his spelling.

8. While looking at the flashcard, the student prints the word three times.

9. The student covers the flashcard then prints the word one time.

10. The student uncovers the flashcard and checks the accuracy of his spelling.
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
