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Plan-Write-Review-Revise (PWRR)
Description:  This technique has been shown to be effective in improving written composition skills in students with severe writing disabilities.  Research with 3rd and 4th graders showed significant gains in composition ability.  A minimum of 24 ½-hour sessions is recommended.

Materials:  

· Writing materials for each student
· A personal dictionary for each student such as Quick Word (Sitton & Forest, 1994) that contains both preprinted words and blank spaces for adding new words 
Preparation:  
· The teacher should be trained in the PWRR procedure.

Steps in Implementing this Intervention:

Step 1:  The teacher chooses a composition topic for each session.

Step 2:  The teacher models the Planning strategy by thinking out loud how she would go about writing the composition.

Step 3:  For the Writing strategy, the teacher first models text generation by developing sentences out loud.  Then she models transcription processes of translation by writing the sentences down in front of the students.  In demonstrating this strategy, the teacher deliberately makes errors in letter formation, spelling, and sentence structure.

Step 4:  The teacher then models Reviewing by rereading her text and commenting on how she could add or delete sentences and why and how she could revise transcription errors made in spelling and handwriting.

Step 5:  The Revise strategy is modeled by the teacher's making the revisions she had discussed.

Step 6:  After modeling, the teacher encourages the students to practice each of the 4 strategies in developing their own compositions about the session's topic.

Step 7:  Each student is given a personal dictionary, and encouraged to use it during the Revising procedure.  Students are encouraged to add correct spellings of several of the words they had misspelled in their compositions to their own dictionaries.
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
