Using Self-Recording, Evaluation, and Graphing to Increase Completion of Homework Assignments
Description:  
This intervention was used on eight students (six male, two female).  The students’ ages were 13 years old to 16 years old and they were in grades 7 through 10.  All of the students were diagnosed as having a specific learning disability and were selected to take part in the study because of their constant failure to complete daily homework assignments. The first phase, after the baseline phase, was self-monitoring. The self-graphing was introduced, followed by self-evaluation in the form of goal setting.  Results showed that self-monitoring was successful by increasing homework completion. Also, self-evaluation and self-graphing appeared to improve homework completion.  

Preparation: 
Students are explained the process of using the assignment sheet and graphing

Materials: 

Assignment sheet

Individual graphs

Homework assignments (standard exercises, drills, and worksheets for appropriate curriculum, corresponding with ability range)

Rewards

Steps for implementation:
Self-monitoring 

1. The students are informed of the self-monitoring assignment sheet.

2. Students obtain a weekly assignment sheet each Friday for the coming week.

3.  Students write down the following days’ assignments on the sheet.

4.  Students bring this sheet with them to the learning disabilities room (where the teacher or paraprofessional can review the sheet and verify the assignments),
5.  Each day that the entries on the assignment sheet correspond with the regular teacher’s assignment, the student is provided verbal praise and a piece of bubble gum (reward). Students circle a checkmark to indicate that the assignment was completed (teachers view complete by having 70% of the answers correct) and turned in, and an X was circled to indicate that the assignment was incomplete or not turned in, or an O to indicate that no assignment was due.  
Self-graphing

1. Students are taught to graph their homework completion data based on their assignment sheet.
Goal setting

1. After students have self-monitored for three days, they are required to set individual goals for homework completion for the next three days (these goals can be anything as long as they are at or above the average level of homework completion for the preceding 3 days) 
2. Goals are set every 3 days.
