FIELD EXPERIENCE ASSIGNMENTS

FOR CHED 4330
During the junior level field experience for CHED 4330, candidates will create materials and activities that can be added to their professional portfolio during Internship I.  These assignments with evidence of implementation (photographs are great) will be turned in as indicated by due dates.  To help students prepare for the professional portfolio, each activity must be accompanied by a cover page, which includes:

· rationale for including this assignment in a portfolio next semester

· identification of domain and criteria you would select for this activity.   For example, you might decide to put the reflective summary under D1-reflects on teaching.

· Effect this activity had on children’s learning

· Reflection of personal/professional growth as a result of this activity

1) Write a reflective summary describing your observations.   Observe curriculum, teaching strategies and activities, classroom environment, and individual learning styles and needs of students.  Include examples of assessment procedures (report cards, checklists, etc) utilized for evaluation in this classroom.  Make a list and evaluate any resources or materials being used with young children.  (A1, B5, C1, C2, D1) Due: 2/16
2) Write a lesson plan and reflections where you teach a lesson to a small group of children.  Utilize an instructional teacher made material or some form of technology in the creation or implementation of this lesson.  The lesson plan format to be used is provided on my web page.  Evaluate the effectiveness of your lesson and suggest changes for improving the lesson.  (A1-5, C1-8, C7) Due:  3/16
3) Write a lesson plan and reflections where you read a story to children and provide a follow-up activity to integrate another curriculum area (i.e. art, music, math, science, social studies).   Utilize the lesson plan format provided to you.  Evaluate the effectiveness of your lesson and suggest changes for improving the lesson. (A1-5, B3, B4, B5, C1-8, D1)
